1. Introductions  

 The meeting was called to order at 5:05 pm by Co-Chair Manley.  Everyone introduced themselves and 
quorum was established. 

2. Review/Approve Agenda – VOTE   

 The agenda was reviewed and approved by consensus. 

3. Review/Approve June 15, 2009 Minutes – VOTE   

 The June 15th, 2009 minutes were reviewed and approved by consensus. 

4. Announcements  

 CM Allgaier announced that the Ryan White Care Act expires on Sept 30th, and there hasn’t been much 
movement in congress to put forward new legislation to renew it.  He recommended that Council 
Members put pressure on Speaker Pelosi’s office to make sure that this stays on the agenda. 

 CM Allgaier also noted that a new bill will drop restrictions on using Federal funding for needle exchange 
programs. 

 CM Allgaier noted that the National AIDS Strategy is moving forward; they will be conducting ten 
regional meetings soon. 

 CM Allgaier announced that the U.S. Conference on AIDS will take place at the end of October with a 
focus on vocational rehab and employment. 

 CM Andrews thanked everyone who participated in the AIDS Walk.  He felt that it was good to make 
their presence known in the community. 

 Council Support T.J. Lee announced that there will be a pre-summit orientation on July 30th.  All 
interested parties can contact Enrique Asis. 

 T.J. Lee also announced that he has started his gay men’s cancer support group and gave thanks to CM 
Andrews for all of his help. 

 Penagos announced that the counseling and testing program at the Mission Neighborhood Health 
Center was fully restored. 

 CM Allgaier urged people to put pressure on Senator Diane Feinstein to pass healthcare reform. 
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5. Public Comment  

 There was no public comment. 

6. Council Support Update  

The Steering Committee received an update from Council Support staff member Mark Molnar.  He 
announced that there has been a grievance filed against Shanti due to the absence of two names on June’s 
Steering Agenda. 

7. Committee Reports  

The Committee discussed the work of council Committees and Work Groups, communication between 
Committee Co-Chairs, and ensured linkage of Committee activities to the Full Council. 

o Government and Provider Affairs Update 

o Guiding Principles 

o CM Soto noted that this was discussed, and will be voted on at this meeting. 

o He also noted that they began a discussion about prioritization, but have not yet made 
any recommendations. 

o He also announced that their Committee agreed with the CMA severe need definition 
update. 

o Consumer and Minority Affairs Update 

o CM Allgaier noted that the severe need definition discussion included good dialogue, which 
ended with just the dollar amount being changed. They will now look at and update “special 
populations.” 

o Prioritization Dot Exercise 

o CM Allgaier noted that although they did not make any final recommendations, he felt 
that the process helped the committee to locate biases and understand the 
prioritization process. 

o Membership Committee Update 

o CM Flores announced that the Committee passed a non-discrimination policy and the 
Workgroup Agreements. 

o He also noted that a dismissal letter was sent to Salvatore Russo due to non-compliance with 
attendance policies. 

o Council Support Molnar gave a quick update on existing complaints. 

o PoI (Points of Integration) Update 

o CM Newell announced that she was elected the new POI Co-Chair (replacing Susan Phillip), 
which opens up another at-large spot on the Steering Committee. 

o CM Newell also noted that they have been charged with creating the agenda for the joint 
HHSPC/HPPC meeting.  The HAPN recommendation is to discuss the report on HIV by Barbara 
Garcia. 

8.     Co-Chair Update  

The Committee received an update from Co-Chair Manley.  He discussed some basic rules of cross talk, 
respect, electronic devices, speaker’s list, calling the question, voting, and he clarified how public comment 
works.  He announced that these will be discussed at the Full Council meeting on the 27th. 
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He also noted that the tie for the At-Large Steering Committee member that happened at last month did 
raise some issues, and that the Membership Committee will work to come up with a tie vote policy. 

9. HIV Health Services Update  

The Committee received an update from Bill Blum, a Representative of HIV Health Services.  He announced 
that the board of supervisors decided to restore most of the major reductions from benefits counseling.  He 
also announced that the summary sheets should be finished on Wednesday; they tried to pare it down to 
only the main important facts.  He also announced that the process to ask for the 75/25 waiver is tied to 
application process, meaning that time is limited and the Council will need to apply soon if they want to 
apply for exemption.  He also noted that DentiCal will now only cover palliative care, children under the age 
of 18 and pregnant women.  CM Antonetty also announced that the 10% cut from HIV subsidies has been 
reinstituted.  Bill Blum finished by noted that Requests for Proposals for council support will be published in 
August.  

10. Discussion of Guiding Principles – VOTE   

 The Committee discussed the policy regarding HHSPC Guiding Principles which was developed at the GPA 
Committee meeting.  GPA Co-Chair Soto gave a quick background on the issue.  A discussion ensued 
surrounding the definition of “emerging populations.” 

 MOTION: CM Allgaier/CM Andrews to strike “HIV positive individuals” from the 7th bullet point. 

 The motion was discussed. 

 MOTION AMENDMENT: CM Soto/CM Manley to add “including prevention with positives.” to the 7th 
bullet. 

 The motion amendment was discussed. 

 VOTE on motion amendment by roll call.  The motion did not pass. See voting worksheet [1]. 

 VOTE on original motion by roll call.  The motion passed.  See voting worksheet [2]. 

 MOTION CM Allgaier/CM Penagos to accept the Guiding Principles with the amendment and move them 
on to the Full Council for review. 

 VOTE on motion by roll call.  The motion passed.  See voting worksheet [3]. 

11. Discussion of Non-Discrimination Policy – VOTE   

 The Committee discussed the motion from the Membership Committee to add a Non-Discrimination policy 
to the Council Policy and Procedure Manual. 

 VOTE on policy (see attachment 1) by roll call.  The motion passed.  See voting worksheet [4]. 

12. Discussion of Work Group Agreements Policy – VOTE  CM Flores  6:15 

 The Committee discussed the motion from Membership regarding the Council Work Group Agreements 
policy.   

 VOTE on policy (see attachment 2) by roll call.  The motion passed.  See voting worksheet [5]. 

13. Discussion of Vote on At-Large Steering Committee Members – VOTE  CM Flores  6:30 

The Committee discussed the motion from Membership recommending two possible options for 
responding to the results of the At-Large Steering Committee vote.  Both motions were rejected, as CM 
Newell has changed position from At-Large Member to PoI Chair member.
